They then swim away to look after themselves.

Evolution simply can’t explain how seahorses came to
live like this, with the father swopping jobs with the
mother, or how the female “learned” to lay the eggs in
her mate’s pouch. Neither can it explain how the male
got his special pouch and the ability to produce the
liquid to feed the growing babies.
